I am directed to refer to your application submitted vide letter No. GCI/V/LAB/2015-

16/MOEF/1188 dated 1* March, 2016 and letter no. nil dated 30.06.2016 for renewal of recognition of your
laboratory under Environment (Protection) Act, 1986. Based on the recommendations of the Expert
Committee for Recognition of Environmental Laboratories in its 50% meeting held on 07.06.2017 and
16.06.2017 and your acceptance of the revised terms and conditions at Annexure-IIT & IV of the Guidelines
for recognition of Environmental Laboratories, this Ministry approves the renewal of recognition of M/s
Green Circle Inc., Green Empire, Anupushpam Habitat Centre, Nr. Yash Complex, Above Axis Bank Ltd.,
Gotri Main Road, Vadodara-390021, Gujarat, for five years, as shall be notified in the Gazette of India.

2 As sought in your aforementioned application, M/s Green Circle Inc. may undertake the following

tests:

i. Physical Tests: Conductivity, Colour, pH, Fixed & volatile solids, Total solids, Total dissolved
sohds, Total suspended solids, Turbidity, Temperature, Velocity & discharge measurement of
industrial effluent stream, Flocculation Test, Odour, Salinity, Settleable solids and Siudge Volume
Index (SVI)

ii. Imorganic (General & Non-metailic): Acidity, Alkalinity, Ammonical nitrogen, Chloride,
Chlorine residual, Dissolved oxygen, Fluoride, Total hardness, Total kjehldal nitrogen (TKN),
Nitrite nitrogen, Nitrate nitrogen, Phosphate, Sulphate, lodine, Silica and Sulphide.

iii. Imorgamic (Trace metals): Boron, Cadmium, Calcium, Chromium Total, Chromium Hexavalent,
Copper, Iron, Lead, Magnesium, Mercury, Nickel, Potassium, Sodium, Sodium absorption ratio,
Zinc, Arsenic, Barium,Manganese and Cobalt

iv. Organics (General) and Trace Organies: Bio-chemical oxygen demnand (BOD), Chemical
oxygen demand (COD), Oil & grease, Phenol, Pesticide (Organo-chlorine, Organo nitrogen-

xi. Noise Level: Noise level measurement (20 to 140 dba) and Ambient noise & source spéciﬁc noise

xii. Meteorological: Ambient temperature, Wind direction, Wind speed, Relative Humidity and Rain
fall

3. The laboratory shall compulsorily participate in the Analytical Quality Control (AQC) exercise
conducted by the Central Pollution Control Board (CPCB) at least once a year to ascertain the capability of
the laboratory and analyses carried out and shall submit quarterly progress reports to this Ministry.

4, Periodic surveillance of the recognized environmental laboratory will be undertaken by this
Ministry/ CPCB to assess its proper functioning, systematic operation and reliability of data generated at
the labordtory. '

5. It is also mandatory for the laboratory to have requisite accreditations of the NABL/ ISO 9001 and
OHSAS and its rencwal as per accreditation rules. Permission in para 2 above is subject to such
accreditations and renewal, as applicable. :

6. The laboratory should compulsorily follow the accepted Terms & Conditions. In case of serious
non-compliance of any of the Terms and Conditions, the laboratory may be black-listed for a minimum
period of two years and civil/ criminal proceedings, as applicable, may be initiated for performing functions
on behalf of the Government in an unauthorized manner.
